Dress Code 
It is important for your learning experience to dress 
appropriately for class.  Leotards and tights are required 
for all classes.  Skirts may be worn in ballet classes.  Loose 
fitting pants, shorts, and tank tops are also acceptable for 
Jazz, Tap, Hip Hop, & Modern classes. Long hair needs to 
be pulled back out of dancer's eyes.  The appropriate shoes 
are also required for each form of dance – ballet, jazz and 
tap shoes for the named style, clean tennis shoes for Hip 
Hop and bare feet for Modern. 

Shoes & Dancewear 
Most dance shoes are available for purchase at the studio.  
Dancewear can be purchased at several local department 
stores and various online sources. 

Studio Closings & Cancellations 
Closings will be on the studio answering machine, the 
website, and sent to the email address supplied at 
registration.  The make-up time for the classes will also be 
listed through these sources. Typically if the local public 
schools close due to weather, we will also be closed.
